Eligibility: Artists must be current members of ARTSWorcester ($35 annual
fee). Only original artwork, completed in the last three years and not previously
shown at ARTSWorcester may be submitted.

Entry Procedure: Send in the Intent to Submit Form below with appropriate
fees. Bring ready-to-hang artwork to ARTSWorcester’'s Aurora Gallery, 660 Main
Street, Worcester on Wednesday, October 21 from 10 am - 4 pm, Thursday,
October 22 from 10 am - 4 pm, Friday, October 23 from 10 am - 4 pm, and
Saturday, October 24 from 1 - 4 pm.

Loan Agreement. ARTSWorcester insures all work against loss or damage
at 60% of its value. Work will not be accepted without a declared value.
ARTSWorcester will exercise due care in handling all submitted work. Accepted
works must remain until the close of the exhibition. Artists are responsible for
delivery of the work and en-route insurance to and from ARTSWorcester.

ARTSWorcester Membership — a $35 fee will provide membership for a year.

Artwork must be original and be exhibition-ready (with hardware and wire as
appropriate). Work must have been completed with last three years and not
previously shown at ARTSWorcester.

Due to space limitations, only one piece may be submitted. If piece sells,
another may be brought in.

No installations will be accepted for this show.

Sales are encouraged. A 40% commission will be deducted from all sales and
will benefit ARTSWorcester.

3-D size limited to 40 Ibs., 2-D size limited to 4 feet.

ARTSWorcester reserves the right to photograph artwork and to use images of
exhibited work for the purposes of documentation, education, publicity, and
future grant proposals.

Artist displaying in exhibition will receive one complimentary ticket to opening
gala reception on October 30th, tickets for the evening will be $25.00.

100% of proceeds from the silent auction will go to ARTSWorcester.
