Andrea received her BFA in drawing from Florida State University and an MFA in sculpture
from Massachusetts College of Art and Design. Her primary focus is traditional figurative
ceramic sculpture and drawing. She is an Associate Professor of Art in ceramics, sculpture,
and drawing at Fitchburg State University.

Andrea shows her work both regionally and nationally. She has been featured with other
ceramic artists in several State of Clay exhibits and in Clay Has It’s Say, at Concord Art
Association with other nationally recognized ceramic artists.
